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Students completing an A.A. degree in History will gain skills that will allow them to analyze the impact of
historical events on contemporary society, compare and contrast the significance and impact of historical
events, and critically analyze the process of historiography (the writing of history). The Associate Degree
program is designed for students who wish to transfer to a baccalaureate program in History at a four-year
institution.

Students completing the Associate in Arts in History for Transfer degree will have satisfied the lower
division major preparation at most CSUs in History.
